Still in use is sawing with blades. You can cut SS with a metal saw blade, but
it is not the often used process.

Wire EDM- A method used to cut many parts holding the same pattern or
features, at the same time.

. Hardened steel bits- Used in CNC process— great for cutting or drilling

through.

. Water jet— This technology uses a very highly pressured stream of water to

cut multiple materials including SS.

Plasma cutting- Using highly pressurized gasses of oxygen, argon or
nitrogen.

Laser cutting— Using focused beams of light, Including multiple laser
technologies such as; Ultraviolet, Infrared, and Fiber laser technology.
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
